Inspired to start
growing and saving seed for Central Oregon gardeners and farmers, Spring Alaska Olson created the Central
Oregon Seed Exchange in 2012. Each year she saves 200 pounds of seed, about 5,000 seed packets. Spring is
passionate about the importance of local plants and cares about getting seed into the hands of the community, to
the point of donating or selling seeds at a minimal cost that helps cover her labor and packaging. To contribute
to these efforts, Spring also operates a native plant nursery on Newport Avenue in Bend.
